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[ Abstract] Objective To explore the current status,hotspots and future trends of social anxiety(SA) related research in
children and adolescents through CiteSpace visual analysis.and to provide reference for related research fields.Methods
Using Web of Science Core Collection and CNKI as data sources,literature on children and adolescents” SA from 2000 to
2024 was retrieved,and the included literature was visually analyzed by Cite Space 6.1.R6.Results A total of 439 English-
language and 280 Chinese-language articles were included. The number of articles on SA in children and adolescents from
2000 to 2024 showed a fluctuating upward trend. The hotspots and cutting-edge trends mainly focused on the investigation
of current status and comorbidities,etiology and susceptibility factors,related psychological and behavioral manifestations,
and intervention measures.Conclusions At present,the research on SA in children and adolescents is still in the explorato-
ry stage.In the future,researchers can strengthen exchanges and cooperation at home and abroad based on the medical and
health background of China,and design targeted interventions to alleviate SA in children and adolescents.
